In two weeks’ time I will be helping at a Youth Alpha course at Nazareno Church on a Saturday night, which hopefully will be really good. I’ve also been getting involved in the music group at the church too – singing, and once I learn the songs more, playing the piano too. I’m also really enjoying getting more involved with the Sunday School – it’s very popular, and the other two girls who run it are great.
